Created and adopted this 18 day of December 2015

Chapter 1 - Goals
It shall be the goal of NJECT to promote the usAmfteur Radio in assisting the
management and communications of all New Jerseypnaiit events and fund raisers
conducted by organizations that have met the atadéor federal meaning of not-for-
profit. NJECT shall provide assistance in gathenrigrmation about these types of events
and forwarding this information to all members anelmber groups. When requested,
NJECT will aid them in their non-profit endeavorsglahelp to manage their safe and
orderly operation to their conclusion using therappiate means available as agreed upon
between NJECT and the requesting organization pilynaith the use of Amateur Radio.

Chapter 2 — Disclaimer; Membership; Voting
Membership in this organization shall not entithy @erson, group, or entity any rights or
privileges not delineated herein. Members who vidanor take part in any event,
whether approved or not, sponsored, or promotetidyBoard or the membership, will
take part in all events at their own peril. Thigamization will not offer or endorse any
insurance coverage whatsoever or provide any dgeoiection for the member
regardless of the circumstances. Members who wighavide themselves with such
services or protection shall do so at their ownease, privately, with the carrier or
company of their choosing.

Membership must be applied for by using the curmesatnbership application and
submitting same to any officer of this club. Th@lagation must contain true and accurate
information about the perspective member. The memest be accepted by a majority of
the current voting members at a meeting of thib.clu

Membership classes and voting rights shall condigte following:

A) Probationary Membe® new member who has not passed his/her firsivarsary
of membership; may not vote on any issues of thie, @xcept for Charter Members.

B) Reqular MemberA licensed Amateur Radio operator of the U.Srenfty residing
in New Jersey or any of the Three (3) contiguoatestaround New Jersey. May
cast one vote for any issue at any meeting provideyl meet the minimum voting
requirements*,

C) Associate Member/Affiliated Club Membersny person or Group of people, who
have graciously donated his/her/their time, propgmomoted, or plan to promote
or make a significant donation to further the g@ald objectives of this club as
specified in the Constitution and/or these By-Laawg] is nominated by at least one
Board member and approved by a resolution at aingeef this club. Associate
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membership may be granted to other affiliated ratlibs, thus giving their active
membership individually, Associate Membership stafAssociate members may
not cast a vote for any issue.

D) Charter MemberA Regular member who was an original founding rinem
creating this organization. This member shall resbbject to any present or future
dues and/or assessments as outlined in Chaptesylcdét one vote for any issues
brought up at any meeting provided they meet themim voting requirements*.

E) Life member A Person who has been a regular member for st lea (10) years
and is nominated by at least one Board member jpoicbeed by a resolution at a
meeting of this club. This member shall not be sciojo any present or future dues
and/or assessments as outlined in Chapter 4. Mdyooa vote for any issues
brought up at any meeting provided they meet tmermim voting requirements*.

*Voting rights are determined by the following:

To vote at any meeting (except for Board membemgmber must have attended at least
one meeting of the organization and attended at ta@e of the club’s sanctioned activities
in the last 12 calendar months as evidenced bgddtee records maintained by the
Secretary or other approved method, except fomikial first year and Charter meeting.

Chapter 3 — Meetings; Quorum
This organization shall meet at least once per,y@tirer in person or electronically, but
may meet more often or on a regular basis as regesswilling by the Board President
and/or the members at a time and place to be detediby the Board or by a majority
vote of the membership. A meeting quorum is reqlicg voting purposes and shall
consist of at least two (2) current officers ancaggregate of 20% of the membership
classes of Regular, Charter, or Life, who all nteetminimum voting requirements as
prescribed in Chapter 2 of these By-Laws.

Chapter 4 — Officers, Terms of office; responsibities

A) President Term: Two (2) years; Shall preside over all megdi and be
responsible for the day to day operations of thid @hcluding representing the
members of this organization for the purpose ofthiening the goals and
objectives of this organization as outlined in @enstitution. Shall call for
Board or special meetings when required to condbet business of this
organization. Shall create, dissolve and assigrnca@athmittees as needed and
name the chairperson of each committee for a ocepiiiod of time. Shall create
all meeting agendas and conduct meetings basethase tagendas consistent
with Roberts Rules of Parliamentary Procedure ablighed by Barbara
Campbell in the book entitled;he Everything Robert’'s Rules Book©2004
(IBSN 1-59337-124-1). Shall delegate any and apoasibilities of this office
either in whole or in part to any other Board Memlo& a temporary or
permanent basis. The President shall form an elecommittee two (2) months
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before any officer's term expires that consistsr@mbers not running for any
office.

B) Vice President Term: Two (2) years; shall assume the dutieshefRresident
when absent, unable to perform his/her duties amwdssigned by the President.
Shall be ex-offico of all committees and receiMer@borts and communications
from all committees to be delineated at the nexting.

C) Secretary, Term: Two (2) years; shall assume the dutieh®fresident or Vice
President when they or one is unable, absent, sigreed by that officer. Shall
record the minutes of all meetings and maintaie safd secure all records of the
organization and communicate all minutes to theirenmembership via
electronic means or in printed format at any meeth this club. Shall obtain
and verify a list of all members in attendancelbfreeetings and activities of the
organization for purposes of determining votindhtggof all members and certify
that a Quorum has been met as prescribed in Chiaptethese By-Laws.

D) Treasurer; Term: (2) years; shall record and keep all the@tary transactions
of the organization and maintain safe and secursuah records; report at any
meeting the current monetary business of the clubeporting the income and
expenses of the organization. Shall maintain aantay of any and all property,
real or otherwise, and record and maintain thetiogaand condition of each
item. Shall receive and make a motion to acceptreaw applicants at the next
meeting of this club. Shall maintain a membersksp 3o the Secretary and/or
President, can determine the current voting rigitsach member. May assume
the duties of any other officer of the Board, onlyen assigned by that officer.

E) Member-at-Large, Term: One (1) year; to represent the membershipéest
in the administration of the organization.

F) Charter Vice President and Charter Secretary Termsshall be for an initial
one year period then revert to two years to staggesoard members.

In the event a Board member is unable to servesnsved, or resigns from their office
prior to expiration of their term, the remaininghkang Board Member shall designate a
temporary replacement, with the approval of the benship by a majority vote to fill the
unexpired term at the next regular or special mgeti

Chapter 5 -Elections
The election committee shall contact the entire benship to announce that nominations
are being accepted for candidates of any officetsns who are about to expire. Any
member in good standing may be nominated by themsedr another member for any
position that has reached the term expiration tbetinbefore said term is due to expire by
either contacting the election committee or byoaiflnomination before the voting begins.
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The election committee shall conduct the voting apecial or regular meeting, and it shall
be either verbal or by secret vote, to be deterdhinethe membership.

Chapter 6 — Dues and Assessments
As of this writing, there are no dues or assesssrtertbelong to this organization.

Chapter 7 — Expenditures
The President is authorized to expend a maximuiimaf Hundred Fifty ($250) dollars in
any one month period in the best interests of tgargzation without prior approval
provided that there is at least a balance of Fikeusand dollars ($5000) in the clubs
monetary accounts on the day of the expenditurg. épenditure over this amount must
be approved by a majority of the Board if it is @mergency, or, seek the approval of a
majority of the membership at the next meeting.

Chapter 8 — Discipline
Any member may make a motion to remove another reerfdy good cause from any
class of membership, or to transfer that membeartother class of membership, by
approval of the membership at any meeting with ergm present, by at least two thirds
vote.

An officer on the Board may only be removed frorficef upon the two thirds vote of a
guorum at a meeting and by a Yeah vote of at ldase other Board officers of this
organization.

Chapter 9 - Uniforms/Emblem
For the purpose of promoting the goals and objestief this organization, a uniform is
suggested, when in public view, to consist of ayrialue military type shirt with the below
emblem sewn on each shoulder. A navy blue baséygadl cap is preferred with no
lettering or graphics with navy blue or black tretss or military type “BDU’S” are
appropriate with black shoes or boots and socks.

Members are encouraged, and may be required to sadfaty and/or protective gear
depending on the situation or event. Members nptagpiately dressed or equipped for
the function they may have been assigned or havepted, may be dismissed from that
event.
